THOUGHTS FROM THE PASTOR

What We Can Do About Unchurching

Dear Parishioners and Friends of Our Lady of the Prairie:

Last Sunday, in the wake of celebrating our
nation’s 242nd birthday, the Star-Tribune published the
first in a series of articles on the “unchurching” of
America. Though I was unfamiliar with the word
“unchurching,” T am certainly not unfamiliar with the
symptoms: the very parish in which I celebrated my “First
Mass,” St. Michael's in West St. Paul, was closed in 2016
and my mother’s parish closed in 2017. Between 2000
and 2017, the United States (and Minnesota) lost
approximately 1 out of 10 parishes; that is the gist of
unchurching, and the numbers are much worse for
mainline Protestant communities.

Why is this happening? If it were an exclusively
Catholic problem we could perhaps pin it all on the clergy
sex abuse scandal. The Star-Tribune article mentions
busy lives and the expense of maintaining antique church
buildings. These are certainly factors. I would suggest
that another factor is a lack of a clearly defined purpose
that is true to our Divine Founder’s intention: getting
people to Heaven.

Sixty years ago Catholics understood that the
Church has Heaven to offer and that they could not get
Heaven elsewhere. However, increased exposure to non-
Catholic ideas and non-Christian people by way of
technological advances caused Catholics and other
Christians to question this traditional way of thinking, and
unfortunately, many came to an erroneous conclusion.

The Church's admission that in some unusual
circumstances God could and might choose to save a
person without an explicit living Christian faith nourished
by the sacraments was manipulated to become the rule
rather than the exception. And so, with nothing to offer
that cannot be found more easily elsewhere, the parish
church became optional at best, and so naturally people
opted out; they just stopped coming.

Don't fall for it! Despite the popularity of this
fiction it remains untrue. Live your Catholic faith proudly
and publically. Place and keep Sunday Mass attendance
and regular (monthly) Confession among your top
priorities. I am striving to offer these Heaven-providing
sacraments at regular and convenient times, but I need
your support. Please show up and help me to reverse the
unchurching of America.
