MESSAGE FROM FATHER

Second Sunday of Advent

Advent is a joyful time full of anticipation. Expectation of God's
triumph and the fullness of God's reign in our lives. That reign brings peace
to our lives and allows us to fully participate in the life of God who extends
that invitation to us.

Another prominent theme exposed in our Scriptures this week is
the theme of judgment - something that all of us must face. John the
Baptist announces: “Repent for the Kingdom of God is at hand.”
Repentance allows us to rid ourselves of the evil that has plagued our lives
and hand it over to God.

It is my hope and the hope of the entire Church that this Advent all
parishioners of Our Lady of the Prairie will visit the sacrament of
reconciliation. It's an opportunity for us to hand over our sins to God and
receive his generous gift of mercy. There is nothing to fear and everything
to be gained. Reconciliation is a time of God showering many graces upon
us! Our Parish Communal Penance Service will be on Wednesday,
December 14" at 6:30 p.m.

If it has been a while since you have been to confession, perhaps
you have forgotten how the sacrament works. Don't ever fear, the priest
will always help. What we bring to the confessional remains there. Here is
a little tip sheet so that will help the encounter so that it might be a
beneficial experience and opportunity to experience the joy of repentance
and the healing mercy of a loving God:

Reflection: Reflect sincerely on my life and how | have

sinned against God and others.

Greet the priest and tell him how long it has
been since the last confession.

Greeting:

Confession: Freely confess sins to the priest.

Penance: The priest gives a penance to perform (generally

a prayer).

Pray an act of contrition (the priest will help if
you have forgotten).

The priest prays a prayer of forgiveness as Christ
forgives the sins.
