A MESSAGE FROM DEACON MIKE. ..
Eat my Flesh and Drink my Blood . . .
Dear Parishioners and Friends of Our Lady of the Prairie,

This Sunday we celebrate the Solemnity of the Body
and Blood of Christ, also known as “Corpus Christi".
The Holy Eucharist is the “Source and Summit” of our
faith and we are blessed to receive it.

Jesus says, “Whoever eats my flesh and drinks my blood remains in me
and | in him.” When we receive Holy Communion we are being fed the
Body and Blood of Jesus under the form of bread and wine. This is the
means by which we are able to take Jesus physically and spiritually into
our very selves. Eating his flesh and drinking his blood is not an invita-
tion to cannibalism, as the Jews feared. Instead, in the Eucharist the
bread and wine are given a new and awesomely deep meaning: they
become the very person of Jesus.

Jesus also said, “Amen, amen, | say to you, unless you eat the flesh of
the Son of Man and drink his blood, you do not have life within you.
Whoever eats my flesh and drinks my blood has eternal life, and | will
raise him on the last day.” This is our great prayer. That Jesus would
raise us to new life when we die. This is why it is so important that you
and | attend Mass and receive the Body and Blood of Christ that Jesus
himself offers us in the Sacrament of Holy Communion. This is the way
we are united to Jesus.

In the Eucharist we deepen our relationship with Jesus, not mechani-
cally but by becoming more and more like him over the years. We
meet God in this mysterious and dramatic way: God gives himself to
us, and we try to shape our lives into a loving gift for God. In heaven
there will be no Eucharist as we know it, because our bonding with
God will then be complete.
