A MESSAGE FROM FATHER MICHAEL ...

This weekend's readings speak to our human
hardness of heart in response to God's prophetic
messengers. Jesus tells us that he is a prophetin
the Gospel passage. He was surely familiar with
the long history of Israel's rejection of prophets
and their message. It gives us some comfort that,
even Jesus had trouble spreading the Good News.
In our own day and age the Gospel continues to be rejected and
ridiculed. Or even worse, watered-down so that it is barely
recognizable.

Yet filled with great zeal for God's message, we continue to
proclaim it in and out of season. The prophet Ezekiel was trained as a
priest and prepared the Israelite captives in Babylon for the
destruction of Jerusalem. Ezekiel knew it would be a tough message
to deliver, but nevertheless he continued to persevere. We too must
soften our hearts and embrace the good news that Jesus Christ has
come to save us from our sins and offer us redemption through his
suffering and death.

May we be ever joyful for the difficulties that we endure in
repeating the Gospel as we are not the first, nor will we be the last to
experience struggle. But the evidence is convincing and when we fully
embrace the Christian message, we experience the peace of Christ in
the gift of faith with the freedom of God's sons and daughters!
