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A MESSAGE FROM FATHER MICHAEL . . .  
Epiphany of the Lord 

On the secular calendar we celebrate the New 
Year 2025!  There are many blessings to be 
celebrated, but greater blessings are found with the 
Epiphany – the manifestation of the Incarnate Son of 
God!  The Magi found the Christ child and 
experienced great joy!  We too find joy when we 
experience the goodness of God given to us in the 
person of Jesus Christ! 

After diligently searching the Magi found the newborn king in 
Bethlehem.  It was a long and arduous journey from far away, resulting in 
joy as exotic visitors did homage to Jesus.  They also offered special gifts 
acknowledging Jesus as Savior and Redeemer.  He was given gold to 
recognize his kingship.  The present of frankincense reveals his 
priesthood.  And the donation of myrrh tells us that his birth would result 
in a death to conquer sin. 

At our baptism, we too died and rose with Christ and were anointed 
priest, prophet and king.  Therefore, we too have inherited a royal dignity 
in the sight of God and have been bestowed with a precious relationship 
worth everything! 

As foreigners and outsiders recognized the appearance of the 
messiah, we are called and challenged to find him as well.  In finding Jesus, 
the Magi found new life.  New life is what God offers to us through his Son 
Jesus.  And just like the Magi, in our search for the Christ child, we also 
need to offer our gifts of faithful worship, time, talent and treasure.  In 
finding God we have everything and without God, we are left poor and in 
need of salvation and redemption. 

The Magi departed completely changed by another route and we too 
are completely changed by what God has done for us and by our 
relationship with God.  So may we too be overjoyed in our relationship 
with Jesus and offer the best we have in our celebration of his birth.  God's 
generosity can never be outdone.  God is the giver of all good gifts, may 
we be inspired to imitate this loving example!  When we are faithful, we 
are never disappointed.
